“Cold and snowy.” This is how Michael Dompierre
describes growing up in the Upper Peninsula of
Michigan from 1953 until 1980. Perhaps it was in
these “cold and snowy” conditions where Mike
developed his strength and positive outlook on
everything, and everyone with whom he comes in
contact.

In 1980, Mike had the chance to move south, and
get away from the unpleasant winters that residents
of the Upper Peninsula endure. This opportunity
came from the University of Missouri—St. Louis
(UMSL) where he worked for nearly a decade. While working at UMSL, he marrled JoAnne
(now deceased), and resided in different areas of St. Louis County.

Mike had the opportunity for a change of scenery in 1989. He left his position at UMSL and
began working at St. Charles Community College (SCC), as Assistant Vice President for
Academic Affairs. He still works there today and loves his job. During his first 15 years of
work at SCC, Mike continued to live in St. Louis County, but in 2004 he made the move to St.
Peters, where he currently resides.

Aside from loving his job, Mike has two children, David and Amanda, and five grandchildren,
who are the center of his life. In 2002, at the age of 48, Mike found out he had multiple
sclerosis, and would eventually need a wheelchair as a means of getting around. As a strong
and independent individual, Mike realized that he would need transportation that would allow
him to continue going to work and other places he needs to go. In 2013, Mike met an
individual working at the Delta Center—Independent Living facility, and was referred to
ITNGat eway

Every day, we are grateful to assist Mike with his transportation needs. Mike’s life is a bit
easier by having this daily service and we are happy that we have been able to help him for
the last four years. Moreover, the students at St. Charles Community College have a little less
stress in their student careers knowing they have a dedicated individual such as Mike taking
care of their academic affairs. Mike obviously has gotten to know our van drivers, especially
Jeff Outlaw, his most frequent daily driver. He has enjoyed the friendly conversations and
comradery. He said, “I love the service and it has been exceptional.”
